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The NSi Inventor of the Year Awards 08 recognises researchers whose innovative technology has potential to bring extraordinary benefits to the community and the environment.

Award winners receive a share of a $20,000 prize pool and enjoy formal recognition, including induction into the UNSW Inventor Hall of Fame.

NSi will appoint a judging panel consisting of NSi Board Members and Senior UNSW academics.  Category winners and finalists for the Inventor of the Year Award 2008 will be announced by mid December 2008.  An awards night and ceremony will be held by the end of February 2009.  The Inventor of the Year and category winners will be announced on the night.

The NSi Inventor of the Year Awards 08 are divided into 4 categories: Biomedical, Science/Engineering, Environment, Information & Communication Technology; with winners in each category receiving a $4,000 cash prize. The judging panel will select an overall NSi Inventor of the Year 2008 from among the four category winners. 

The winner will be a person, who in the opinion of the judging panel, most deserves recognition as the Inventor of the Year due to the originality and impact of their research efforts. The Inventor of the Year winner will receive a total cash prize of $8,000 and a framed certificate of recognition.
